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UP: Heavenly Hope is sourced and sustained through 
Jesus! Hope is available for impossible situations by the 
one who's situation in history would have been 
impossible to arrange!

➢ Why does it matter: This world is full of despair!

➢ Application: Put your hope in Jesus – attach yourself 
to him!

Key verses: Gen 3:14-15 / Micah 5:2 / Isaiah 53:5 / Psalm 
49:15 / Psalm 68:18

➢ Hope's Emergence: hope originated in darkness, 
breathing life into despair

➢ Genesis & Humanity's Fall: the fracture between God 
and humanity due to disobedience, accompanied by 
God's promise to overcome despair through Jesus.

➢ Prophetic Fulfilment in Jesus: over 300 prophecies in 
Scripture that converge to reveal Jesus as the hope 
itself, and the fulfilment of God's promise.

➢ Living in Hope: embrace the hope found in Jesus, his 
life, death, and resurrection counter despair, 
providing freedom from various struggles.

Questions:

1) Can you think of a time where God did something 
impossible in your life, testament to His promises spoken 
over your life to reminder you to have your hope in Him? 
2) Hebrews 11:1 says that “faith is the assurance of things 
hoped for” – how do you think faith and hope relate to 
one another?
